(Ed. note: In the previous editorial you
read one man's observation about one phae
of our intramural football program as wdl
as his suggestion for the improvement of
team sports, However, the Clerian's ed-
itor, the sport's staff, and the Athlet-
ic Round 2ble feel that Mr. Webster has
touched vpon 2 subject which must be
given further consideratien,)

After reading and discussing Mr,
Webster's editorial, the Clerian's edi -
tors and sports staff became acutely aw-
arc of a number of other circumstances
which had previously been overlooked. As
Mr. Webster pointed out, the Evergreen
Confersnee was guite wumbalanced., The
Barons failed to win a single game in in-
tramural competition. The Sponges, the
Sophomore Evergreen team, faired little
better as they defeated only the Barons.
Neither of thesc underclassmen teams were
a match for the Bulldogs, the draft team,
Meanwhile, the Big Sky Conference had
problems of another nature., Again there
is the issuz of the winless team, the
Slimes, the other sophomore team.However,
another interesting aspect of the Big Sky
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Conference is the junior teams.

A min-
imum investigation of team personnel re-
veals that there are not only two com-
plete junior teams, but the draft team,
the Marauders, has two more Juniors on
its roster. Thus, in three-fourths of
the Big Sky games, the junicr class is
competing against itselfl This circum=
stance is unfair both to the juniors and
to the rest of the student bedy, For, by
the very fact that the Jjunior teams had
to play cach other, the class 1lost the
opportunity of winning that number of
games (e. g+ the Rogues have played the
Barbarians three times, Had the teams
not played sach other, the juniors, theo-
retically, -could have gained the points
of six victories instecad of three,) The
other classes suffered under +this ar-
rangement because the junior teams, even
if they had turned in the worst possible
records, would still have obtained nearly
50% of the total points(for wins and par-
ticipation in sames) awarded in the Big
Sky Cenference,

The next perplexing situation is
presented by the seniors. The senior
class could have formed a draft team with
the addition of one player, Had they been
permitted to do this, tney woald hars re-




ceived seven-cighths of the points total-
ed by that team, The nbjection ts this
was that this team would be "stacked",
So,the seniors were thrown inte the draft
and equally split between the two draft
teams, As a result, they will be awarded
only three-gighths of the peints totaled
by these two teams, And not only that,
but in attempting to avoid one stacked
toam, two were produced, (The Bulldoga
were obviously tho most powerful team in

their conference, and the Marouders would
have duplicated this feat had they not
been crippled by injuries.)

Looking at these facts, we came te
these conclusions, (1) The freshmen and
sophomore classes cannot field teams
equal to those of the upperclassmen or
draft teams., (2) As a result of this, in-
tramural team sports on a class basis is
impractical for Mater Cleri. It is only
toe obwious that an immediate overhaul of
our intramural team sports system is ime
perative, No matter what system dis set
up, its primary purpose should be te es~
tablish balanced teams, And to da this,
the classes will have te be amalgamatead,
Mr. Webstcr suggested 2 method which
would be as practical and efficient as
any. We would alse like to add our own
suggestions: (1) After the sign-up for a
team sport, the Athletic Round Table de-
cides how many teams should be establish-
ed and chooses the captains, (2) The

assembly to deal with problems such as
these--our Athletie Rownd™ Table., Let's
present our ldeas and do our politicking
